  The Leaders (who are also trustees in accordance with charity law) have the pleasure in presenting their annual report and accounts for the year ended 31st December 2021.     

Objectives, structure, governance, and management 

Objectives  
London GaDangme Speaking Fellowship is a Christian community ministry set up to teach and preach the gospel of Jesus Christ in GaDangme and other Ghanaian languages. In so doing, members are to discover what human life is meant to be, that is, to follow the same attitude as Jesus Christ (Philippians 2:5) and to learn to love God and to love one another (Matthew 22: 37-39). In other words, 

1. To advance the Christian religion through worship and Christian mission and amongst GaDangme -speaking Ghanaians and friends of Ghana in the United Kingdom, in accordance with the Basis of Union of the United Reformed Church.

2. To advance education particularly, in poor areas of the world, including Ghana, by providing financial and spiritual support for educational projects.

3. To relieve need, as an extension of Christian pastoral care, including by providing or assisting in the provision of care and comfort for the elderly, children or those in need.

Governing document

The Fellowship is a charity governed by its constitution.
 
Recruitment and appointment of  Leaders/ (Trustees)

The Leaders/trustees  are governed by the constitution of the  Fellowship  and are  elected  to  serve for a period of three years and are  eligible for re-election for a further term of three years. Election of Leaders takes place at the Annual General Meetings. The last election was held on   28th May 2017. The delay  in   the  next  elections  is   to  the   Covid-19  pandemic . 
Risk Management

The Leaders do monitor major strategic and operational risks, which the Fellowship faces to ensure that arrangements are adequate to mitigate these risks.

                ACTIVITIES DURING THE YEAR

               Administration & Secretariat matters 
                During the year, the Leaders met   eight times. Unfortunately, minutes of the last  three , namely,  
                22nd  October ,  30th  October  and  10th  November   2021   are  not  available. 
                As before, the leaders reviewed various activities of the Fellowship, including   reports   from 
               committees and   future plans. However, as a result of the Covid-19   pandemic, all meetings  
                and services  were  held by   Zoom Meeting  Apps  and  our  members  participated fully  well. 
                 
               LONDON GADANGME SPEAKING   FELLOWSHIP (URC)
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             Unfortunately, due  to  Covid 19   Pandemic,    election  of  officers  scheduled  for 23  May  2021,  
             AGM was   postponed  to    24  May  2022. Pastor Gabriel  Dowuona-Hammond  resigned   his 
               position   as a  leader during  the  year. 
            Welfare & Pastoral Care  
              We continued to provide pastoral care to our members making effective use of the electronic facilities
               available to us. We were able to provide food items to members who fell on hard times. Those  
               members who lost relatives were pastorally cared for by face-to-face visitation, telephone contacts, 
               and, financially as the occasion permits. 
              Worship Committee

               During the year under review, we continued to organise the monthly worship meetings. This is by 
               the use of the Zoom technology as face-to-face meeting became impossible. We continued to 
              promote full participation of members in all aspects of worship leading. The young adult’s group 
              again led one of our regular Sunday worships. Informal fellowship has been enhanced because of the 
              on-line interactions after meetings.

              Finance, Fundraising and   Grants Committee
             The committee met four times   and among  others  continued  to monitor   internal
             financial  controls  and the  level of risk within  the  Fellowship,  as  well   as  progress of the 
             student being sponsored in Ghana.
             
             Also, the committee  spearheaded  raising of funds for the purchase and  free distribution of  

             Ga bibles to school children in the Greater Accra region   to  assist  with   reviving   the   Ga 
             language   and  the  spread  of  word  of  God,  as well as  committing    financial  support to the
            Ghana  Bible  Society  for  the revision of the  Dangme bible. 
            Further,  the  committee     considered the   issue  about   some  schools   in the  Greater
            Accra   region not teaching  Ga   language  and it  resolved  to  work  with  other  GaDangme   groups
              in  Accra  and  Government to assist in  reversing  the  situation.  
             In addition,  the  Committee    was  made  aware  of  the   fact  that    Winneba  University  is  
              offering  a  degree   course  in  Ga   and  considered   the  possibility  of   sponsoring 
             students  in  the   future  to  pursue   a  degree  course  in  Ga.  The committee also considered   
             partnering  the university   to  publish  old  Ga  textbooks   for  use  in  schools.

             Finally,  the  committee  appointed  Mr  Kurt Gordon  FCCA,   as  the  new  Independent  Examiner  
             for the   Fellowship  accounts  for  the  year  ended  31  December  2020.     
              Children & Youth  Ministry  and  Technology  Committee 

              During the  year, the Youth Committee  met  three times  and  discussed  ideas on ways to  
              encourage   more youth involvement in church services. And after   a  successful  youth  led  
              service  in   July,    two  services    were  planned  for  2022 to  be held in February and July        
              
               Further, the Committee  is  looking into whether these services can be increased in 
              2023  and when are the suitable months to have these services scheduled for. Regarding 
               future planning, the Youth Committee will consider when would be a suitable time to 
               arrange for social events. They will also be looking into doing a Bible study programme, to 
               help encourage more youth participation in church services. 
              The Committee continues to review and update the  Fellowship’s  Safeguarding policies 
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             The Technology Committee managed to purchase a laptop for the streaming of services on   
             Zoom as we continued to hold our services online. We intend to continue to provide this 
            facility for the near future for the benefit those our brothers  and  sisters  overseas  
             and  , for those who live outside  London or who are unable to make it to Ealing for the 
            service. The Trustees have agreed to continue to offer this facility and intend to improve on 
             the service provided
            Harvest and  Social Committees     
             Unfortunately, due to covid there was no harvest that year. Harvest for this year, 2022, will take place 
               next September. We should all come with our harvest contributions to the service.    
             Similarly, the Social Committee  also  did  not  meet.
                Financial Review                 

               As before, the principal  funding  sources  for the  Fellowship  continued  to be regular voluntary 
               giving  and donations  from members and friends, as well as social  fundraising events . The income
                raised was used to finance various activities  during the year. 
               
             Total income for the period under review amounted to £10,315 (2020:£3,430) and total expenditure 

              was  £2,537 (2020:£ 1,218 ) leaving a surplus of £ 7,777 ( 2020:£2,212) .
              Like  the  previous  year, during the year, the leaders  continued  to manage the Fellowship’s  funds 
              mainly,, by investing in  CCLA  Charities Deposit Fund.
             As at 31st December 2021, the Fellowship’s total reserves  stand at  £46,082 (2020: £38,304), of 
             which £13,278 is restricted and £32,082 unrestricted. Out of the  £32,082 unrestricted  reserve, 
             £30,000   has  been designated  as  reserves   for the acquisition of  worship premises/community
               centre. 
  Future  Plan
 Because  of  the   Covid  19,   the   Fellowship   has   not  organised  any   planning  meeting   recently., 
 However  some  of  the   committees   have   continued   planning   for  the  future .  Here below are 
 some  indications   of  our future direction
· To  raise   more funds   to  support     Bible Society  of  Ghana    for  the  revision of  Dangme Bibles and  acquisition  and  free  distribution  of   new  Ga  Bibles   to  children  in  Greater  Accra Region 
· Improve provision of music, and  continue  to develop  the choir, and start  worship on time.

· Encourage pastoral zones to undertake  Bible study and develop spiritually.

· To  continue thinking  about  our  long  term  wishes of acquiring  our own premises for worship/community centre,   which is gradually  becoming  short-term wish,  God willing.

· Increase publicity of Fellowship’s activities  to  spread  the  good news  of  Jesus Christ,  thus   living  out  the  call  to   love one  another.
· Encourage sub-committees to be pro- active by meeting regularly.

· To encourage our  children  and the youth to  be  more   active  in  the    worship  to encourage  growth,  spiritually  and  numerically.
